The Essex County Council (Various Roads, Thaxted) (Restricted Road 
and 40mph Speed Limit) Order 202* 

 
Statement of Reasons 

 
Residents of Bolford Street have expressed concerns over the speed of 
vehicles travelling on Bolford Street and in the village, especially when 
considering there are multiple properties on Bolford Street outside of the 
current 30mph speed limit.  
 
Due to the speed of the vehicles, residents have been experiencing difficulty 
when exiting their driveways and also feel vulnerable when walking to the 
Thaxted parish centre where there are no footpaths. 
  
Speed surveys were undertaken within the 30mph speed limit on Bolford 
Road, this revealed that the average speed of vehicles travelling into the 
village was 45mph and those travelling out of the village had an average 
speed of 50.5mph. It is hoped that by installing the 40mph, that this will act as 
a buffer and encourage drivers entering the village to adjust their speeds 
further in advance so they are not speeding once within the 30mph speed 
limit.

Notice is hereby given that the Essex County Council proposes to make the above Order 
under Sections 81, 82(2) and 83(2) and 84(1) and (2) and Parts III and IV of Schedule 9 to 
the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984. 
 
Effect of the order: To introduce a 40MPH speed limit on Bolford Street, Thaxted in the 
District of Uttlesford, from a point approximately 253 metres south west of its junction with 
B184 Walting Street, in a south westerly direction for a distance of approximately 210 
metres (the road is currently national speed limit). 
 
The Essex County Council (Various Roads, Thaxted) (Restricted Road and 40mph Speed 
Limit) Order 2007 is hereby revoked. The restrictions contained within that order shall 
continue in force by virtue of this new order.

Essex County Councillor’s Report: March 2020 

 

Coronavirus  

 

The Department of Health and Social Care will be publishing updated data on the number of 

coronavirus cases on their website each day at 2pm until further notice. 

As of 3 March, there is one case in Essex. Public Health England (PHE) is working closely with NHS 

colleagues and Essex County Council to manage the situation and help reduce the risk of further 

cases. 

Dr David Edwards, Consultant in Health Protection, Public Health England East, said: “Public Health 

England is contacting people who had close contact with a confirmed case of COVID-19 who is an 

Essex resident. We’re working closely with local NHS colleagues as well as Essex County Council to 

manage the situation and help reduce the risk of further cases. 

“Close contacts will be given health advice about symptoms and emergency contact details to use if 

they become unwell in the 14 days after contact with the confirmed case. This tried and tested 

method will ensure we are able to minimise any risk to them and the wider public.” 

Cllr John Spence, Essex County Council Cabinet Member for Health and Adult Social Care said: “I’m 

satisfied the work Essex County Council has been doing already with our public health colleagues 

means we have very well-developed plans in place to deal with whatever comes next. 

“Let us be calm and proportionate in our response to what is a relatively mild form of virus. We have 

had one case, in a county of one and a half million people. 

“I would ask all Essex residents to keep washing their hands and make sure they don’t create 

facilities to spread the illness. Keep aware of personal hygiene and keep aware of the things you can 

do to minimise the spread, such as catching coughs and sneezes in tissues and then disposing of 

those tissues. And keep washing those hands.” 

Essex County Council’s Director of Wellbeing, Public Health and Communities, Mike Gogarty said: 

“This new cases of coronavirus is nothing unexpected. We fully anticipate an increase in numbers 

which is why our services have planned for, and are ready, for this situation. 

“I’d like to reassure people that the risk to the general public remains low and Essex County Council 

is working with health colleagues to do everything we can to stop the virus spreading and ensure the 

people of Essex are protected. 

“Current evidence indicates that most cases appear to be mild, with patients experiencing flu-like 

symptoms. Older residents or those with weakened immune systems or long-term conditions may 

experience more severe symptoms, which is why it is important to help protect ourselves and each 

other.

“Following Government guidance to take basic hygiene precautions remains the best way of 

significantly reducing the chances of spreading any virus: sneeze or cough into a tissue, bin it, wash 

your hands frequently and don’t touch your face unless you’ve just washed your hands. We should 

do this all day every day as we should for flu. 

“Good regular cleaning with normal detergent of surfaces people touch regularly or may cough onto, 

like door handles and lift buttons, is also sensible. People should log onto https://gov.uk/coronavirus 

for the latest advice and information.” 

Based on current evidence, Coronavirus COVID-19 presents with flu-like symptoms including a fever, 

a cough, or difficulty breathing. The current evidence is that most cases appear to be mild. Anyone 

who is concerned about health symptoms is advised to follow the advice on the NHS website.

COVID-19 - Briefing for ECC Members 
02.03.20 

  
Key points:  

• Currently there are 40 cases of covid-19, one of these cases is in Essex.  

• Although there is an Essex case, the risk remains low to our residents  

• Strong containment measures have been introduced in Italy and South 
Korea to contain significant outbreaks there.  

• It remains possible that containment will be successful.  

• It is also possible that containment efforts will fail and community spread of 
covid-19 will occur throughout England.  

• The Chief Medical Officer and Public Health England are the authoritative 
source for advice and guidance.   

  
Director of Public Health Update  
 
Information about the wider picture globally and nationally  
 
 
 
As of 14:00 on Monday 2nd February, 40 cases of covid-19 have been confirmed in 
the UK by laboratory tests, including one within Essex.  
 
The confirmed Essex case is well but was moved to a specialist medical centre. 
Public Health England are providing expert help and advice to anyone this individual 
may have come in contact with.  
 
We had fully anticipated an increase in numbers which is why our services have 
planned for, and are ready, for this situation. We will continue to work with our health 
colleagues to manage the situation and help reduce the risk of further cases. 
 
Strenuous efforts are on-going internationally to contain the covid-19 virus and 
prevent widespread community transmission.  Currently there are large outbreaks in 
Northern Italy and South Korean.  It is too early to be sure that containment will be 
successful.   
 
 

Public Health England’s Campaign Resource Centre will run a national campaign on 
press, social and radio for two weeks, ending on Sunday 1st March. The advertising 
will place greater emphasis on the importance of hand washing with soap and water 
or hand sanitiser, throughout the day and advise catching coughs and sneezes in a 
tissue before binning and washing hands.  
 
 

Information to guide ECC’s planning and response  
 



So far action taken by Essex County Council has reiterated the national guidance. . 
The Council has sent the national guidance from Public Health England to all 
schools and early years facilities, along with template communications materials for 
parents/employees. Again, schools have been directed to the official government 
websites for updates on the guidance.  
 
 

If the significant community spread does start to occur Essex County Council may 
have business continuity challenges to meet. These would be similar in nature to 
those regularly dealt with in the winter flu season.  At this stage the magnitude of any 
business continuity challenge cannot be predicted.  
 
 
Those most effected are the elderly and those with pre-existing conditions such as 
chronic heart or lung disease or impaired immunity.  Children appear to be less 
prone to symptomatic disease with covid-19.  Overall the mortality among those with 
symptomatic disease is thought to be 1 to 2%.  These figures are based on the 
current information available.  With time more information will be available and these 
figures may change.    

  
Emergency Planning & Resilience Team Update  
  
As of 28.02.20, ECC’s emergency response and business impact situation is RAG-
rated Green across all six ECC directorates.  
 
 

This means impacts are within tolerable limits and services are either not affected or 
are being effectively managed through business continuity plans.  
  

Head of Communications Update  
  
ECC Comms team remain linked into the situation via colleagues from Public Health 
within ECC and daily comms briefings sent from the regional PHE communications 
team.   
 
Communications activity continues to be led by PHE with ECC focusing on comms 
locally, internally and to schools over the past week.  
 
A joint PHE and ECC statement was issued on 1 March when news broke of the 
Essex case. This was shared on our website and social media channels. Cllr John 
Spence did interviews with local media – BBC Essex, Look East, Heart FM. Our 
statement and content can be viewed via

Emails have been issued to line managers and to all staff over the course of the last 
week, re-iterating national advice. An internal news story has been published which 
points employees towards the official national advice, as well as business continuity 
information. Tailored advice to front line workers is being included in newsletters to

adults and children’s services staff. Hand hygiene reminder posters are also being 
placed in toilets across the ECC estate.
